o The Club Blackboard and notice boards are for CLUB business
only. Personal notes are not to be written on the board.

. The Committee encourage all members not to leave anything of
value in their locked sheds. Horse gear should not be left lying
around - it may disappear or be used to harm a horse.

o Please do not overfill trailers left for manure. Keep the area
around the trailer clean and tidy.

. Please put rubbish in the bin and cans in recycling.

. Please do not drop cigarette butts around the grounds. They
do not decompose and add to the litter problem.

. If your horse breaks a hitching rail or your stable, it is your
responsibility to fix this promptly and to pay any costs associ-
ated with the repair.

. Agistment must be paid at least 2 weeks in advance. If you fall
behind, you will receive a letter from the Treasurer. Repeated
written warnings may result in the removal of your agistment
rights. If you are having problems paying your agistment,
please speak directly to the Treasurer to negotiate payment
terms.

. If you plan to leave the agistment, 2 weeks notice please.

21. The main gate is to be shut at all times. There is a hook AND a
clip that need to be attached.

22. Stable gates to be kept closed.

23. Ifleaving or spelling, please give at least 1 weeks notice. Your
agistment must be paid and your stable left clean and tidy.

24. Members must follow the Club Harassment Policy.

25. A Dispute Policy has been adopted by the Club to handle dis-
putes and conflicts within the Club.

26. On show days, stables must be mucked out before 8am.

27. No person is to ride on a car bonnet or travel outside of a vehi-
cle on the grounds.

28. No horse is to be led from a moving vehicle.

29. No parking or driving in stable area. Unloading feed, show days
and meetings exempted.

30. Non-members wishing to ride regularly must join as riding mem-
bers to support us to maintain the Club grounds.

31. Unsupervised children are to stay out of the day paddock.
Older child members may, if safe, enter the paddock. Visiting
children may not enter the day paddock. Visiting adults do so at
their own risk.

32. Horses must be loaded and unloaded in the riding area.

33. All horses must go into a day paddock by 10.30am unless you
have liaised with the Committee for an exemption.

Every person on the grounds has a duty of care according to

State law. This means you must not do anything that will cause

injury or damage to another person.
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GATE

A $30 deposit payable to The Treasurer will get you a key to open

the padlock on the main gate. Every key is number controlled and
cannot be copied. New keys can only be obtained from the original
supplier with authorisation signed by appointed two signatories. Your
$30 deposit is paid back to you upon return of the key when you

leave. Last person to leave at any time MUST lock the padlock and
secure the property.

GRAZING

If there is feed available in the stable/picnic area, members can

graze their horses here. You need to keep your horse under supervi-
sion, that is with halter and lead rope attached. Members may tem-
porarily rope off areas behind their stables for safe grazing with
permission of the Committee if they wish to.

Horses can free graze in the riding area when no -one is riding. How-
ever, if a member wants to ride, horses must be promptly removed.
Riders always have the right of way. This also applies of a member
wishes to lunge their horse.

HELMETS AND BOOTS

You must wear a PCASA approved helmet
(Australian Standard 3838 or equivalent) when-
ever you ride on the Pony Club grounds i no excep-
tions. Elastic sided riding boots or long riding

boots must also be worn whenever you are riding.
GEAR & EQUIPMENT .

All rakes, brooms, pooper scoopers and other extraneous equipment
must be put away either in your stable or tack shed. If things are
left lying around, they can be thrown at, or used to hit , horses or
removed without your permission.

For your safety and the safety of others, please follow these

specific rules.

1. Boots and hard hats (to Australian standard 3838) must be
worn when riding at all times

No riding under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

Horses can be ridden with rugs only in extremely cold weather.
Please lead horses in and out using halter and lead rope.

Lead horses past sand arena before releasing.

Horses must not be mounted or ridden in picnic/stable area.

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RALLIES .
Regular rallies are held on either a Saturday or Sunday. Some are

1/2 day, some are full day. Correct Club uniform, clean horse and

clean tack are required. Instructors allocate points for every partici-

pant towards a High Point trophy at the end of the year. Qualifica-

tions are also obtained. When riding in a Rally, check your time on the
noticeboard before the event and be ready 15 minutes prior. The

Rally fee must be paid before you ride. New members can attend 4

rallies without wearing the required uniform, but after that, you

need special written permission to ride without a uniform.

PADDOCKS

We have a large day paddock on the Regency Road side of the

property, and a smaller back paddock at the back (the South Road)

side of the property. Only limited numbers of horses can use the

back paddock at any time. If you wish to go into the back paddock,

you need to advise the Committee in writing so we can adequately

manage this space. The last person to take a horse out of this pad-

dock every night MUST SHUT THE GATE.

PADDOCK TROUGH.

All members with horses grazing in the paddocks are required to

take turns to regularly clean the paddock trough. The President has

If you do clean the trough, write the date on

the blackboard so we know when to schedule the next clean out!

PERPETUAL SHIELD . The Biskup trophy is awarded to the financial

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STABLES & AGISTMENT

Agistment is payable 2 weeks in advance to The Treasurer. If you
are experiencing problems meeting payments, please discuss terms
with The Treasurer. We are here to help you so don't feel concerned
in coming forward. Stables must maintain an adequate level of shell-
grit or sawdust covering. You must keep the area around your stable
and storage shed clean and tidy at all times. Keep weeds under con-
trol and rake hay scraps and manure.

SPELLING or LEAVING

Please notify The Treasurer and the committee if you intend doing
either of these things. When spelling, agistment must be paid and
kept 2 weeks in advance otherwise your stable will automatically be
considered vacant without written or verbal notification to you. If

you are leaving, all agistment and outstanding fees must be paid.
Please put a note on the blackboard when you plan to spell so save
other members worrying when they notice your horse has disap-
peared! Horses must be wormed with current worming product upon
return and can then go straight into day paddock.

SMOKING

Members are asked to refrain from smoking in areas used by every-
one if they can, however, if you must smoke in the

Canteen area, please be sure you pick up butts and use

an ashtray.

TACK SHEDS W

No member is permitted to enter the tack shed of an-

other member without the express permission of the

occupier of that shed. This is a breach of the rules that will attract
disciplinary action. If you wish to erect a tack shed or move tack
sheds, please request permission in writing from the Committee.
Always lock your shed

The club accepts no liability for loss or damage to tack sheds.
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TROPHIES

Every year the club awards a number of trophies.

These may change from year to year and the criteria

for selection may also change. Members will be advised

at the start of each year what the criteria for tro-

phies are for that year.

UNIFORM .

Club badges and saddle blankets may be purchased

from the Club at cost. You can purchase a gold polo

shirt from any retail store and take it to the Club embroider, or the
embroider can provide the shirt and embroider for you. When com-
peting at Pony Club events, you must wear a brown V -neck jumper
with the Club patch, a white shirt and a brown tie with beige jodh-
purs or a hacking jacket and beige jodhpurs for senior riders.
VISITORS .

Visitors who ride in rallies and are unfinancial, must sign a Day At-
tendee form and pay $25. Visitors who ride out of rally times do so

at their own risk, but must always be attired with the regulation hel-
met and boots and follow the Rules of the Club. Members who expect
visitors are asked to notify the committee in writing of the date of

the visit and be responsible for their behaviour while on the grounds
WORMING .

Every 8 weeks we have Worming Day. Notice is placed on the black-
board and the worming product is often available from the Club. All
worming must be recorded in the club Worming Book, signed and
dated. Horses not wormed by the due date cannot go into the day
paddock until they have been wormed. Horses being spelled must be
wormed immediately upon return.
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
